min | (1)Topic is given(3 min)

(2)Key phrases are given. (2 min)

(3) Ss talk about the topic with classmates
and choose his/her position.(5 min)

(4)Write out the draft of his/her own position
essay. (25min)

(5)Ss count the number of the words they
used on his/her worksheets, and get ready
for speech presentation. (5 min)

+ Give the topic.

+ Introduce key phrases of the topic to Ss.

+ Tell Ss to talk about the topic with friends
and to choose his/her own position.

+ Walk around in the classroom and give
appropriate assistance to Ss in trouble
after giving Ss the direction to write the
draft in 25min.
